2024
General Information & Rules:

1. MONEY: Member Dues are $10 each. (At this time, all members are PAID.) Monies collected will be used for prizes. Prizes will be distributed
each month and at an end of the year celebration.

2. TEAMS & DATES: Very Important — The player listed at the top of each team in bold print with the * by their name is responsible for
coordinating the match and arranging the tee time with her team. The matches must be played on the course specified and should be played
within the month specified.

3. SUBSTITUTES: If you are unable to play your match, you are responsible for finding a substitute and notifying the other members on your
team. Contact someone on the sub list, another member or a CCC lady to play for you. If you cannot play and fail to get a substitute, your

name and golf ID will be entered on the golf request/reservation. The other 3 ladies on your team will take turns playing for you. (The gol]
reservation system will penalize you as a “no show” with 3 points.

4. TEEING GROUND: Use the Front (Green) tees.

5. PLAY FORMAT: The format for each monthly round is a 4-player scramble or best ball. Each player drives off of every tee. The team picks the
best ball and everyone hits from there. (Example: Amy’s ball was chosen after the tee shot — that’s 1 shot. Becky hits the 2™ shot onto the
green —that’s 2 shots. Sally puts the ball into the hole — that’s 3 shots and you take a 3 for the hole.) No Mulligans are allowed.

6. DRIVES: Please note — The team chooses the player’s drive used and subsequent shots. There is no requirement to use a drive from each
player nor are there any restrictions on the quantity of drives used per player.

7. GOLF SHIRTS: If desired, a Royal Blue shirt with Castleberry Sweet Tees logo on it can be purchased in any one of seven different styles from
Custom Apparel (located in Southern Trace Shopping plaza next to Giovanni’s) or from any other store without the logo. You do not need to
purchase a shirt to play in our league.

8. SCORE CARDS: Please see the instructions and sample below. We will be playing a secret game each month. Track the score and the number
of putts on each hole. The game played along with the winning teams will be revealed the following month at our Castleberry Circle Club
meeting. (If someone is substituting for a player, write the sub’s name and write the original player’s name in parenthesis next to the sub’s
name.) Turn your score card into Pam Weyer at 1960 Ardmore Way. There is a drop basket near the front door. You may also use your
cellphone to take a picture of your score card and send it to Pam via text or email (719) 322-8579.

o List the score of each hole in the proper column and row beside the name of the lady’s drive chosen.
e List the number of putts taken on each hole in the center row (+/- row) of the scorecard.

e Add the total score and list it in the total column at the bottom of the scorecard.

e  Add the total number of putts and list it in the total column of the putts row.
